AN ACT Relating to naturopaths; anmending RCW 18.36A 020 and
18. 36A. 040; and creating a new section.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW18.36A. 020 and 1991 ¢ 3 s 87 are each anended to read
as follows:

Unl ess the context clearly requires otherwi se, the definitions in
this section apply throughout this chapter.

(1) "Departnment" nmeans the departnent of health.

(2) "Secretary" neans the secretary of health or the secretary's
desi gnee.

(3) "Naturopath" nmeans an individual |icensed under this chapter.

(4) "Commttee" neans the Washington state naturopathic practice
advi sory conm ttee.

(5) "Educational progrant nmeans ((&)) an_ accredited program
preparing persons for the practice of ((raturepathy)) naturopathic
nedi ci ne.

(6) "Nutrition and food science" neans the prevention and treat nment
of disease or other human conditions through the use of foods, water,
herbs, roots, bark, or natural food el enents.
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(7) "Manual mani pul ati on” or "nmechanot herapy"” nmeans mani pul ati on of
a part or the whole of the body by hand or by nmechani cal neans.

(8 "Physical nodalities" neans use of physical, chemcal,
((eleet++eals)) and other noninvasive nodalities including, but not
l[imted to heat, cold, air, light, water in any of its forns, sound,

massage, and therapeutic exercise.

(9) "Honeopat hy" neans a system of nedicine based on the use of
infinitesiml doses of nedicines capable of producing synptons simlar
to those of the disease treated, as listed in the honeopathic
phar macopei a of the United States.

contraceptive devices. "Naturopathic nedicines" include |egend
antibiotics as set forth in Drug Facts and Conparisons 2001 Edition
(Published by Facts and Conparisons, St. lLouis, MJ) and codeine and
testosterone in schedules I11-V of the uniform controlled substances
act consistent with naturopathic nedical practice in forns, doses, and

for uses that are generally approved, and in accordance with rules
adopted by the secretary. Nat uropaths may adm ni ster internuscul ar,
intranmuscul ar, intravenous, subcutaneous, and intradernmal injections of
substances appropriate to the practice of naturopathic nedicine.
However, intravenous injections may only be used to provide parenteral

nutrients and saline for dehydrated patients. The secretary shal
determ ne, by rule, which other substances are appropriate.

(11) "Hygiene and i mmuni zation" neans the use of such preventative
techniques as personal hygi ene, asepsi s, public health, and
i muni zations, to the extent allowed by rule.
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(12) "M nor office procedures” neans care and procedures incident
thereto of superficial lacerations, lesions, and abrasions, and the
removal of foreign bodies |located in superficial structures, not to
include the eye; and the use of antiseptics and topical or |ocal
anesthetics in connection therewth.

(13) "Common di agnostic procedures” nmeans the use of venipuncture
((to—wthdraw—bloed)) consistent with the practice of naturopathic
nedi ci ne, comonly used diagnostic nodalities consistent wth
naturopathic practice, health history taking, physical exam nation,
radi ogr aphy, exam nation of body orifices excluding endoscopy, ((and))
| aboratory nedici ne ((whieh—ebtatns)), and obtaining sanples of human

ti ssues ((produets)), ((+nheludingsuperfieial—seraptngs)) but excl udi ng
( ( procedures—whi-ch—wouldregut+e—surgieal)) i ncision or excision beyond

that which is authorized as a mnor office procedure.

(14) "Suggestion" neans techniques including but not limted to
counsel i ng, bi of eedback, and hypnosi s.

(15) "Radi ography” neans the ordering, but not the interpretation,
of radi ographi c diagnostic and other inmaging studies and the taking and
interpretation of standard radi ographs.

Sec. 2. RCW18. 36A. 040 and 1991 ¢ 3 s 89 are each anended to read
as follows:

Nat uropathic nedicine ((er—naturoepathy)) is the practice by
nat uropaths of the art and science of the diagnosis, prevention, and
treatnment of disorders of the body by stinulation or support, or both,
of the natural processes of the human body, and the treatnent of
di sorder and disease, using the least interventive, nost natural
treatnents first, resorting to nore interventive prescriptive nedicines
only when necessary. A naturopath is responsible and accountable to
the consuner for the quality of naturopathic care rendered.

The practice of ((Rraturepathy)) naturopathic nedicine includes
manual mani pul ati on (nmechanot herapy), the prescription, adm ni strati on,
di spensing, and use, except for the treatnment of malignancies ((er

neoplastie—disease)), of nutrition and food science, physica
nodal i ti es, m nor office pr ocedures, honeopat hy, ((eertatn))

nat ur opat hi ¢ nedi ci nes ((ef—mneral—antral—and—botantecal—ortgth)),

hygi ene and i nmuni zati on, conmon di agnosti c procedures, and suggesti on;
however, nothing in this chapter shall prohibit consultation and
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treatment of a patient in concert with a practitioner |icensed under
chapter 18.57 or 18.71 RCW No person licensed under this chapter may
enploy the term "chiropractic" to describe any services provided by a
nat uropat h under this chapter.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 3. The naturopathic advisory conmttee in
consultation with the Washi ngton state board of pharnacy shall devel op
paraneters, including education and training requirenents, for the use
of controlled substances authorized in this act. The paraneters nust
be nmet by the naturopath prior to being authorized to prescribe
controll ed substances under this act.
