NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. (1) The legislature finds that the fina
deci sion and order issued in Everett Shorelines Coalition v. Cty of
Everett and Washington State Departnent O Ecol ogy, Case No. 02-3-
0009c, issued by the central Puget Sound growth managenent hearings
board was a case of first inpression for interpreting the integration
of the shoreline managenent act into the growth managenent act, and
that the board considered the appeal and issued its final order and
decision without the benefit of shorelines guidelines to provide
gui dance on the inplenentation of the shoreline managenent act and the
adoption of shoreline nmaster prograns.

(2) This act is intended to affirmthe legislature's intent that
the shoreline managenent act be inplemented in accordance wth
deci sions of the shoreline hearings board and the Washington courts
prior to the integration of the shoreline managenent act into the
grow h managenent act as provided by RCW 36. 70A. 480. Specifically, it
is the intent of the legislature that:
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(a) The goals and policies of the shoreline managenment act, RCW
90. 58. 020, be read, interpreted, applied, and inplenmented as a whol e;

(b) The goals of the growth managenent act, including the goals and
policies of the shoreline managenent act set forth in RCW 36. 70A. 020
and 36. 70A. 480, continue to be listed without priority; and

(c) Shorelines of statew de significance may include critical areas
as designated by RCW 36.70A. 172, but that shorelines of statew de
significance are not critical areas sinply because they are shorelines
of statew de significance.
