AN ACT Relating to bed hold for boardi ng honme residents; and addi ng
a new section to chapter 18.20 RCW

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. A new section is added to chapter 18.20 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) When a boarding home contracts with the departnent to provide
adult residential care services, enhanced adult residential care
services, or assisted living services under chapter 74.39A RCW the
boardi ng hone nust hold a nedicaid eligible resident's room or wunit
when short-term care is needed in a nursing honme or hospital, the
resident is likely to return to the boarding hone, and paynent is nade
under subsection (2) of this section.

(2) The nmedicaid resident's bed or unit shall be held for a period
of tinme consistent with the funding that is avail able to conpensate the
boardi ng honme for holding the bed or unit. The per day bed or wunit
hol d conpensati on anmount shall be seventy percent of the daily rate
paid for the resident who needs short-term nursing hone care or
hospi talization.
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(3) If the departnment is unable to conpensate the boardi ng hone
provider in the anmount specified in subsection (2) of this section, or
cannot fully cover the nunber of days needed, the bed or unit hold
will, at that time, beconme a noncovered nedicaid service and the
boardi ng honme may seek third party paynent. |If neither the departnent
nor any available third party is able or willing to pay for bed or unit
hold for short-term nursing honme or hospitalization stay, the nedicaid
resident may return to the first avail abl e and appropri ate bed or unit,
if the resident continues to neet the adm ssion criteria under this
chapter.
