AN ACT Relating to residency for purposes of attending Washi ngton
publ i c school s; and anendi ng RCW 28A. 225. 170.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW28A. 225.170 and 1969 ex.s. ¢ 223 s 28A.58. 210 are each
anmended to read as foll ows:

(1) Any child who is of school age and ot herw se eligible residing
within the boundaries of any mlitary, naval, |ighthouse, or other
United States reservation, national park, or national forest or
residing upon rented or |eased undeeded l|ands wthin any Indian
reservation within the state of Washington, shall be admtted to the
public school, or schools, of any contiguous district w thout paynent
of tuition: PROVIDED, That the United States authorities in charge of
such reservation or park shall cooperate fully with state, county, and
school district authorities in the enforcenent of the laws of this
state relating to the conpul sory attendance of children of school age,
and all laws relating to and regul ati ng school attendance.

(2) Any child who is of school age and otherw se eligible, residing
in a hone that is located in Idaho but that has a WAshi ngton address
for the purposes of the United States postal service, shall be
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1 adm tted, wi thout paynent of tuition, to the nearest Washi ngt on school

2 district and shall be considered a resident student for state
3 apporti onnment and all other purposes.
