AN ACT Relating to branch of service |license plates; anending RCW
46. 16. 290, 46.16. 313, and 46.16.316; adding a new section to chapter
46. 04 RCW addi ng new sections to chapter 46.16 RCW and creating a new
section.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEWSECTION. Sec. 1. The legislature recognizes that veterans and
active duty mlitary service personnel have placed thenselves in harns
way so that we may live free. It is the intent of the legislature to
honor veterans and active duty mlitary service personnel who have
served their country honorably in tinmes of both war and peace for the
public service they have provided to their country.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. A new section is added to chapter 46.04 RCW
to read as foll ows:

"Branch of service l|license plates” neans license plates that
separately display the synbol of the follow ng branches of service:
Arny, Navy, Air Force, Marines, Washington National Guard, and Coast
GQuar d.
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NEW SECTION. Sec. 3. A new section is added to chapter 46.16 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) In cooperation with the Wshington state patrol and the
departnment of veterans affairs, the departnment of |I|icensing shal
create and design, and the departnent issue, six branch of service
special license plates, each displaying the synbol of the Arny, Navy,
Air Force, Marines, Washington National Guard, or Coast Guard that may
be used in lieu of regular or personalized |license plates, excluding
vehi cl es regi stered under chapter 46.87 RCW upon terns and conditions
establi shed by the departnment. The special plates will commenorate the
brave nmen and wonen who protect the freedom of our nation on a daily
basi s.

(2) The special branch of service license plate may be purchased
by:

(a) Veterans who served on active duty for at |east one hundred
ei ghty days and were di scharged under honorable conditions; and

(b) MIlitary personnel who have honorably served their country for
at | east one hundred eighty days while on active duty; and

(c) National Guard or Reserves or those honorably discharged from
servi ce.

(3) Veterans or active duty mlitary personnel requesting a branch
of service license plate nust:

(a) Pay the appropriate fee prescribed in RCW46. 16. 313; and

(b) Show proof of eligibility through:

(i) Providing a DD-214 or discharge papers if a veteran

(i) Providing a copy of orders if an individual serving on
mlitary active duty;

(ti1) Providing a mlitary ID card either active or retired; or

(tv) Attesting in a certified affidavit of their eligibility as
requi red under this section.

(4) A surviving spouse of an individual who qualified under
subsection (2) of this section may continue the privilege of displaying
the branch of service license plate on a vehicle registered in the nane
of the spouse until the surviving spouse renarries, is no longer a
regi stered owner of the vehicle displaying the plates, or fails to pay
for the renewal of the branch of service |icense plates.
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Sec. 4. RCW46.16.290 and 1997 ¢ 291 s 4 are each anended to read
as follows:

In any case of a valid sale or transfer of the ownership of any
vehicle, the right to the certificates properly transferable therewth,
except as provided in RCW46.16.280, and to the vehicle |icense plates

passes to the purchaser or transferee. It is unlawful for the hol der
of such certificates, except as provided in RCW 46.16.280, or vehicle
license plates to fail, neglect, or refuse to endorse the certificates

and deliver the vehicle license plates to the purchaser or transferee.
If the sale or transfer is of a vehicle |icensed by the state or any
county, city, town, school district, or other political subdivision
entitled to exenption as provided by law, or, if the vehicle is
licensed with personalized plates, amateur radio operator plates,
Congressi onal Medal of Honor plates, disabled person plates, disabled
veteran plates, prisoner of war plates, or other special |icense plates
i ssued under RCW46.16.301 as it existed before anendnment by section 5,
chapter 291, Laws of 1997, the vehicle license plates therefor shall be
retai ned and may be di spl ayed upon a vehicl e obtained in replacenent of
the vehicle so sold or transferred.

license plates and the admnistration of this program ( (YAt

This fee is in addition to all other fees required to
register and license the vehicle for which the plates have been
requested. All such additional special license plate fees collected by
t he departnent shall be deposited in the state treasury and credited to
t he notor vehicle fund.

The remaining proceeds shall be remtted to
the custody of the state treasurer with a proper identifying detailed
report. The state treasurer shall credit the funds to the appropriate
collegiate license plate fund as provided in RCW 28B. 10. 890.

((65))) (4) In addition to all fees and taxes required to be paid
upon application and registration of a notor vehicle, the holder of a
speci al baseball stadium license plate shall pay an initial fee of
forty doll ars. The departnent shall deduct an anpbunt not to exceed
twelve dollars of each fee collected under this subsection for
adm ni stration and coll ection expenses incurred by it.

credit the proceeds to the branch of service license plate account
est abli shed under section 7 of this act.

Sec. 6. RCW46.16.316 and 1997 ¢ 291 s 10 are each anended to read
as follows:

Except as provided in RCW46. 16. 305:

(1) When a person who has been issued a special |icense plate or
pl ates under section 3 of this act or RCW 46.16.301 as it existed
before anmendnent by section 5, chapter 291, Laws of 1997, sells,
trades, or otherwise transfers or releases ownership of the vehicle
upon which the special l|icense plate or plates have been displayed, he
or she shall imediately report the transfer of such plate or plates to
an acquired vehicle or vehicle eligible for such plates pursuant to
departnental rule, or he or she shall surrender such plates to the
departnent imrediately if such surrender is required by departnenta
rul e. If a person applies for a transfer of the plate or plates to
another eligible vehicle, a transfer fee of five dollars shall be
charged in addition to all other applicable fees. Such transfer fees
shal | be deposited in the notor vehicle fund. Failure to surrender the
pl ates when required is a traffic infraction.

(2) If the special license plate or plates issued by the depart nment
beconme |lost, defaced, danmaged, or destroyed, application for a
repl acenent special license plate or plates shall be made and fees paid

as provided by law for the replacenent of regular |icense plates.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 7. A new section is added to chapter 46.16 RCW
to read as foll ows:

The branch of service |license plate account is established in the
custody of the state treasurer. Al receipts, except as provided in
RCW 46. 16. 313 (6) and (7), from the branch of service license plates
nmust be deposited into the account. The director of the departnent of
veterans affairs may authorize expenditures from the account. The
funds in the account are to be used solely to support veterans'
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1 services outreach to veterans and a future eastern Washi ngton vet erans'
2 cenetery. The account is not subject to allotnent procedures under
3 chapter 43.88 RCW and no appropriation is required for expenditures.
