AN ACT Relating to expanding the criteria for habitat conservation
prograns; anmendi ng RCW 79A. 15. 010, 79A.15. 030, 79A. 15.040, 79A. 15.050,
79A. 15. 060, 79A. 15.070, and 79A. 15.080; reenacting and anending RCW
43. 84.092; adding new sections to chapter 79A.15 RCW adding a new
section to chapter 79.70 RCW adding a new section to chapter 79.71
RCW and providing an effective date.

Sec. 1. RCW 79A.15.010 and 1990 1st ex.s. ¢ 14 s 2 are each

anended to read as foll ows:
The definitions set forth in this section apply throughout this

chapter.

(1) "Acquisition" means the purchase on a willing seller basis of
fee or less than fee interests in real property. These interests
include, but are not limted to, options, rights of first refusal

conservation easenents, |eases, and m neral rights.

((66))) (7) "R parian habitat"” neans | and adj acent to water bodi es,
as well as subnerged land such as streanbeds, which can provide
functional habitat for salnonids and other fish and wldlife species.
Ri parian habitat includes, but is not limted to, shorelines and near-
shore marine habitat, estuaries, |akes, wetlands, streans, and rivers.

(8) "Special needs popul ations" neans physically restricted people
or people of limted neans.

((6H)) (9) "State agencies" neans the state parks and recreation
conm ssion, the department of natural resources, the departnent of
general admi nistration, and the departnent of fish and wildlife.

(10) "Trails"™ neans public ways constructed for and open to
pedestri ans, equestrians, or bicyclists, or any conbination thereof,
other than a sidewal k constructed as a part of a city street or county
road for exclusive use of pedestrians.

The office of financial managenent may direct transfers of funds
bet ween accounts as deened necessary to i npl enent the provisions of the
cash managenent inprovenent act, and this subsection. Ref unds or
all ocations shall occur prior to the distributions of earnings set
forth in subsection (4) of this section.

(3) Except for the provisions of RCW43.84. 160, the treasury incone
account may be utilized for the paynent of purchased banki ng services
on behalf of treasury funds including, but not limted to, depository,
saf ekeepi ng, and disbursenent functions for the state treasury and
af fected state agencies. The treasury incone account is subject in al
respects to chapter 43.88 RCW but no appropriation is required for
paynments to financial institutions. Paynments shall occur prior to
distribution of earnings set forth in subsection (4) of this section.

(4) Monthly, the state treasurer shall distribute the earnings
credited to the treasury incone account. The state treasurer shall
credit the general fund with all the earnings credited to the treasury
i ncone account except:

grade crossing protective fund, the high capacity transportation
account, the highway bond retirenent fund, the highway safety account,
the notor vehicle fund, the notorcycle safety education account, the
pi | ot age account, the public transportation systens account, the Puget
Sound capital construction account, the Puget Sound ferry operations
account, the recreational vehicle account, the rural arterial trust
account, the safety and education account, the special category C
account, the state patrol hi ghway account, the transportation equi pnent
fund, the transportation fund, the transportation inprovenent account,
the transportation inprovenent board bond retirenent account, and the
urban arterial trust account.

(5 In conformance with Article Il, section 37 of the state
Constitution, no treasury accounts or funds shall be all ocated earnings
W thout the specific affirmative directive of this section.
