AN ACT Relating to terns of confinenent of felony drug offenders;
addi ng new sections to chapter 9.94A RCW and decl aring an energency.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. A new section is added to chapter 9.94A RCW
to read as foll ows:

RCW 9. 94A. 517, 9.94A. 518, and 9. 94A. 525(12) apply retroactively to
crimes commtted before, on, and after July 1, 2003, except where
retroactive application would result in increased punishnment in
violation of Article 1, section 23 of the Wshington state
Constitution.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. A new section is added to chapter 9.94A RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) This section applies to offenders who, on or after the
effective date of this act, are serving terns of confinenent within the
standard range under RCW 9.94A 510, or longer than terms within the
standard range due to enhancenents under RCW 9. 94A. 533 (3), (4), (95,
or (6), or under RCW9.94A 660, for offenses listed in RCW9.94A 518.
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The legislature intends that such offenders shall be released from
confinement as pronptly as practicable through the procedure
established by this section.

(2) For each offender sentenced within the standard range who is in
the custody of the departnent, the departnent shall calculate the term
of confinenment that corresponds to the sanme relative point wwthin the
standard range under RCW 9. 94A. 517 that the terminposed by the court
occupied within the standard range under RCW 9.94A 510, so that the
newly calculated termcorresponds to the originally inposed termas a
percentage of the interval between the top and bottom of the applicable
range.

(3) For each offender sentenced to a |onger term of confinenment
than one within the standard range due to an enhancenent under RCW
9.94A.533 (3), (4), (5), or (6), the departnent shall calculate the
portion of the term attributable to the standard range in the sane
manner as under subsection (2) of this section, and add the duration of
t he enhancenent as inposed by the court.

(4) For each of fender sentenced under RCW 9. 94A. 660 who is in the
custody of the departnent, the departnent shall calculate the term of
confinenent based on one-half of the mdpoint of the applicable
standard range under RCW 9. 94A 517.

(5) For each offender sentenced within the standard range who is in
the custody of a local correctional facility, the local correctiona
facility shall calculate the term of confinenment that corresponds to
the sanme relative point wwthin the standard range under RCW 9. 94A. 517
that the terminposed by the court occupied within the standard range
under RCW 9. 94A. 510, so that the newly calculated term corresponds to
the originally inposed termas a percentage of the interval between the
top and bottom of the applicabl e range.

(6) If the new calculation under this section results in a term of
confinenent of twelve nonths or less for an offender who is in the
custody of the departnent under the inposed sentence, the offender
shall serve the remainder of the newy calculated termin the custody
of the departnent.

(7) The departnment or the local correctional facility shal
redeterm ne rel ease dates for offenders whose newly cal cul ated terns of
confinement are less than the terns originally inposed by the court,
and shall release the offenders accordingly. For offenders whose newy
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calculated terns of confinenent are the sane as or greater than the
ternms originally inposed by the court, the new cal cul ati on shall have
no effect.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 3. This act is necessary for the imrediate
preservation of the public peace, health, or safety, or support of the
state governnent and its existing public institutions, and takes effect
i mredi atel y.
