Notw thstanding any other provision in
this Constitution, the legislature is enpowered to place limtations on
the amount of noneconom c danmages recoverable in any or all civil
causes of action.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That the secretary of state shall cause
notice of this constitutional anendnent to be published at |east four
times during the four weeks next preceding the election in every | egal
newspaper in the state.
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
