HB 1169 - DIGEST
(SEE_ALSO PROPOSED 1ST SUB)

Requires a person who attempts to obtain the signature of a
voter on an initiative or referendum petition that is governed by
chapter 29.79 RCW to disclose to the voter whether the person is
being paid to obtain signatures on the petition before the person
requests that the voter sign the petition.

Requires a person who obtains the signature of a voter on an
initiative or referendum petition that is governed by this chapter
to, before the voter signs the petition: (1) Accurately describe
to the voter the effect that the initiative or referendum will have
upon the law of this state; and

(2) Provide to the voter a comprehensive summary of the
initiative or referendum, in writing, that has been approved by the
secretary of state pursuant to this act.
