(DIGEST AS ENACTED)

Revises provisions relating to vacation of records of
conviction for pre-sentencing reform act felony offenses.

Provides that, after the period of probation has expired, the
defendant may apply to the sentencing court for a vacation of the
defendant’s record of conviction under RCW 9.94A.640. The court
may, in its discretion, clear the record of conviction if it finds
the defendant has met the equivalent of the tests in RCW
9.94A.640(2) as those tests would be applied to a person convicted
of a crime committed before July 1, 1984.
