HB 1545 - DIGEST
(SUBSTITUTED FOR - SEE 2ND SUB)

Finds that the early years of a child’s life are critical to
the child’s healthy brain development and that the quality of
caregiving during the early years can significantly impact the
child’s intellectual and emotional growth and social adjustment.

Declares that the purpose of this act is to initiate the
development of a seamless statewide system of programs and services
for early learning and child care that supports families in
preparing children to be successful in school.
