Brief Description: Preventing the spread of animal diseases.

HB 2298 - DIGEST

(SUBSTITUTED FOR - SEE 1ST SUB)

Declares that the director may issue a quarantine order and
enforce the quarantine of any animal or its reproductive products
when any animal or its reproductive products are affected with or
have been exposed to disease or when there is reasonable cause to
investigate whether any animal or its reproductive products are
affected with or have been exposed to disease, either within or
outside the state.

Provides that overt disease or exposure to disease in any
animal or its reproductive products need not be immediately obvious
for a quarantine order to be issued or enforced.

Declares that the director has the authority to enter the
animal premises of any animal owner at any reasonable time to
conduct tests, examinations, or inspections for disease conditions
when there is reasonable cause to investigate whether animals on
the premises or that have been on the premises are infected with or
have been exposed to a reportable disease.

Provides that if the director is denied access to the animal
premises or the animals for purposes of conducting tests,
inspections, or examinations or the animal owner fails to comply
with an order of the director, the director may apply to a court of
competent jurisdiction for an administrative search warrant. The
warrant may authorize access to any animal or animal premises for
purposes of conducting tests, inspections, or examinations of any
animal or animal premises, or taking samples, and may authorize
seizure or destruction of property. The warrant shall be issued
upon probable cause.

Declares it is sufficient probable cause to show a potential
threat to the agricultural interests of this state or a potential
threat which seriously endangers animals, human health, the
environment, or public welfare.
