HB 2311 - DIGEST

Provides that victims, or their representatives, in aggravated
first degree murder cases have the right to be notified when a plea
agreement is to be presented to the court and to express their
views on the plea agreement to the court prior to the court
accepting or rejecting the plea agreement. The court shall
consider the views of the victim or the victim's representative in
deciding whether to accept or reject the negotiated plea agreement.
