HB 2969-S2 - DIGEST

(DIGEST OF PROPOSED 2ND SUBSTITUTE)

Expands the convicted offender DNA data base.

Provides that every adult or juvenile individual must have a
biological sample collected for purposes of DNA identification
analysis if he or she: (1) Has been convicted, or adjudicated
guilty of an equivalent juvenile offense, of any of the following
crimes: (a) Any felony; (b) stalking under RCW 9A.46.110; (c)
harassment under RCW 9A.46.020; (d) communicating with a minor for
immoral purposes under RCW 9.68A.090; (e) patronizing a prostitute
under RCW 9A.88.110;

(2) Has been charged with any of the following crimes or
equivalent juvenile offenses, but pled guilty to another offense:

(a) Any felony; (b) patronizing a prostitute under RCW 9A.88.110;
or

(3) Has been found not guilty by reason of insanity for any
crime listed in this act.

Provides that the act shall be null and void if appropriations
are not approved.
