Creates the county financial assistance advisory council
within  the department of community, trade, and economic
development.

Directs the advisory council to determine which counties have
a tax base insufficient to provide basic county services to their
citizens and shall determine the county allocation of funds
deposited in the county assistance account created in this act.
Counties that had a decrease of less than six percent in their
current expense budget due to the repeal of the state motor vehicle
excise tax are not eligible for the disbursement of funds under
this act. The advisory council shall make disbursement
recommendations to the department on an annual basis.
