Brief Description: Establishing additional protections for persons
ordered to active military service.

SB 6302 - DIGEST

(SUBSTITUTED FOR - SEE 1ST SUB)

Provides that all national guard members ordered to active
state service, as defined in RCW 38.04.010, for a period exceeding
ninety days or more shall be entitled to the rights, protections,
privileges, and immunities afforded under the federal soldiers’ and
sailors’ civil relief act of 1940, as amended.

Provides that a member of the Washington national guard or any
other military reserve component who is a student at a
postsecondary education institution and who is ordered for a period
exceeding ninety days to either active state service, as defined in
RCW 38.04.010, or to federal active military service has the
designated rights.
