EFFECT:   Changes the effective date of provisions that change child
age and height guidelines for child passenger restraint systems from
ninety days after the adjournment of session in which the bill is
passed to June 1, 2007.  Retains the effective date of ninety days
after the adjournment of session in which the bill is passed for the
provision of the bill that provides certain persons who inspect or
educate on proper child restraint use are not liable for civil damages
under certain circumstances.
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
