election, or special election;9

(b) A facsimile of the contents of a particular ballot whether10

printed on a paper ballot or ballot card or as part of a voting11

machine or voting device;12

(c) A physical or electronic record of the choices of an13

(d) The physical document on which the voter’s choices are to16

(2) "Paper ballot" means a piece of paper on which the ballot18

voters notice of the issues, offices, and candidates that are to be28

voted on at a particular primary, general election, or special29

election;30

the polling place on election day by the precinct election board,2

for one of the following reasons:3

(a) The voter’s name does not appear in the poll book for the4

precinct at which the voter appears and who therefore cannot be5

verified as a registered voter ;6

(b) There is an indication in the poll book that ((the voter7

has requested)) an absentee ballot((, but the voter wishes to vote8

at the polling place)) has been issued ;9

(c) There is a question on the part of the voter concerning the10

issues or candidates on which the voter is qualified to vote;11

(6) "Party ballot" means a primary election ballot specific to12

a particular major political party that lists all partisan offices13

I am a citizen of the United States, I am not presently13

denied my civil rights as a result of being convicted of a felony,14

I will have lived in Washington at this address for thirty days15

before the next election at which I vote, and I will be at least16

eighteen years old when I vote."17

"If you knowingly provide false information on this voter20

registration form or knowingly make a false declaration about your21

qualifications for voter registration you will have committed a22

class C felony that is punishable by imprisonment for up to five23

years, or by a fine of up to ten thousand dollars, or both24

imprisonment and fine."25

NEW SECTION. Sec. 21. A new section is added to chapter14

29A.08 RCW to read as follows:15

In addition to any legal obligations of local election16

officers, the secretary of state in conjunction with local election17

officers shall make at a minimum a monthly comparison of names on18

the statewide voter registration list, and if a person is found19

registered more than once on the statewide voter registration list,20

the secretary of state or county auditor shall immediately cancel21

all voter registrations for that voter in excess of one from the22

official state voter registration list. The canceling authority23

shall send notice of the cancellation to the person at the address24

for which registration has been canceled. The notice will set25

forth a method of appealing the action.26

Sec. 22. RCW 29A.08.625 and 2003 c 111 s 240 are each amended27

(8) The chief state election officer shall provide support, as15

may be required, so that local election officers are able to enter16

information as described in subsection (3) of this section.17

(9) The computerized list serves as the official voter18

registration list for the conduct of all elections.19

(10) The secretary of state has data authority on all voter20

registration data.21

(11) The voter registration data base must be designed to22

accomplish at a minimum, the following:23

(a) Comply with the Help America Vote Act of 2002 (P.L. 107-24

252);25

(b) Identify duplicate voter registrations;26

(c) Identify suspected duplicate voters;27

(d) Screen against the department of corrections, the28

Washington state patrol, and other appropriate state agency data29

bases to aid in the cancellation of voter registration of felons;30

(e) Provide up-to-date signatures of voters for the purposes of31

initiative signature checking;32

(f) Provide for a comparison between the voter registration33

data base and the department of licensing change of address data34

base;35

(g) Provide online access for county auditors with the goal of36

real time duplicate checking and update capabilities; and37

another voter be canceled if he or she believes that the voter does16

not meet the requirements of Article VI, section 1 of the state17

Constitution or that voter no longer maintains a legal voting18

residence at the address shown on his or her registration record.19

The challenger shall file with the county auditor a signed20

affidavit subject to the penalties of perjury, to the effect that21

to his or her personal knowledge and belief another registered22

voter does not actually reside at the address as given on his or23

her registration record or is otherwise not a qualified voter and24

that the voter in question is not protected by the provisions of25

Article VI, section 4, of the Constitution of the state of26

Washington. The person filing the challenge must furnish the27

address at which the challenged voter actually resides.28

(2) Any such challenge of a voter’s registration and right to29

vote made less than thirty days before a primary or election,30

special or general, shall be administered under RCW 29A.08.820.31

The county auditor shall notify the challenged voter and the32

precinct election officers in the voter’s precinct that a challenge33

has been filed, provide the name of the challenger, and instruct34

both the precinct election officers and the voter that, in the35

event the challenged voter desires to vote at the ensuing primary36
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or election, a ((challenged)) provisional ballot will be provided.1

The voter shall also be informed that the status of his or her2

registration and the disposition of any ((challenged)) provisional3

ballot will be determined by the county canvassing board in the4

manner provided by RCW 29A.08.820. If the challenged voter does5

not vote at the ensuing primary or election, the challenge shall be6

processed in the same manner as challenges made more than thirty7

days prior to the primary or election under RCW 29A.08.840.8

The secretary of state and the appropriate county auditor shall11

refer all cases of violations of the following statutes that they12

EFFECT: Persons registering to vote must show proof of
citizenship and list as the residence address the physical
location where the voter lives. The secretary of state must
conduct monthly comparisons of the voter registration database
with the Department of Health’s list of deaths and the
Department of Social and Health Services, the Department of
Health, and the Administrator for the courts lists of persons
declared mentally incompetent and remove duplicate names from
the voter registration database. Persons registered to vote
prior to June 30, 2005, must reregister or vote a provisional
ballot. The names and addresses of provisional voters are not
public records and only an election officer may contact
provisional voters. Procedures are prescribed for processes
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relating to challenging a provisional ballot. Penalties
regarding registration violations are changed from a gross
misdemeanor to a class C felony.
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
