Allows victims of the offender's crimes to provide
input, instead of the victims of the offender's crime of
conviction .  Allows a victim to present video or in-person
testimony, in addition to oral or written testimony, to the
board.  Allows the board to set the procedures for victim input
by rule.  Requires county prosecutors to ensure that any victim
impact statements and contact information for victims of record
are forwarded to the board as part of the judgment and
sentence.
