 5 (13) To cooperate with and secure the cooperation of county, city,
 6 and other local or state agencies in investigating any matter within
 7 the scope of its duties and responsibilities;
 8 (14) In accordance with RCW 9.46.080, to adopt such rules and
 9 regulations as are deemed necessary to carry out the purposes and
10 provisions of this chapter.  All rules and regulations shall be adopted
11 pursuant to the administrative procedure act, chapter 34.05 RCW;
12 (15) To set forth for the perusal of counties, city-counties,
13 cities and towns, model ordinances by which any legislative authority

38 require that persons working solely as volunteers in an authorized
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 1 activity conducted by a bona fide charitable or bona fide nonprofit
 2 organization, who receive no compensation of any kind for any purpose
 3 from that organization, and who have no managerial or supervisory
 4 responsibility in connection with that activity, be licensed to do such
 5 work.  The commission may require that licensees employing such
 6 unlicensed volunteers submit to the commission periodically a list of
 7 the names, addresses, and dates of birth of the volunteers.  If any
 8 volunteer is not approved by the commission, the commission may require
 9 that the licensee not allow that person to work in connection with the
10 licensed activity;
11 (18) To publish and make available at the office of the commission
12 or elsewhere to anyone requesting it a list of the commission
13 licensees, including the name, address, type of license, and license
14 number of each licensee;
15 (19) To establish guidelines for determining what constitutes
16 active membership in bona fide nonprofit or charitable organizations
17 for the purposes of this chapter; and
18 (20) To perform all other matters and things necessary to carry out
19 the purposes and provisions of this chapter.
