If only a single prequalified proposer energes from phase one of
the open conpetitive design-build procurenent process, the secretary
shall make a finding to that effect. The transportati on conm ssion
must review the prequalification process and the finding of the
secretary. Follow ng conm ssion approval of the secretary's finding,
the departnment nay negotiate an agreenent under the requirenents of
this section, in lieu of the process outlined in RCW 47.60.818 and
47. 60. 820.

(1) The departnment and the proposer may enter into negotiations to
jointly devel op contract specifications and plans, which nust adhere to
the requirenents of RCW 47.60.818(1). The final jointly devel oped
contract specifications and plans nust be approved by the departnent,
and nust include design, draw ngs, and specifications at a sufficient
|l evel of detail to fully depict the ferries' characteristics and
identify installed equi prent and systens.

(2) The departnment may reinburse the proposer for the cost
associated wth the preparation of the jointly developed contract
specifications and plans, and may establish a maxi rum anount of such
rei mbur senent .

(3) The departnment shall conduct ongoing joint reviews with the
proposer to consider and critique its designs, draw ngs, and
specifications. These reviews nmust be held to ensure that the jointly
devel oped construction specifications and plans neet the departnent's
requi renents and are responsive to the critiques conducted by the
departnent during the preparation of the jointly devel oped construction
speci fications and pl ans.
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(4) If, as a result of the periodic technical reviews or otherw se,
the departnent determnes that it is in the best interest of the
departnment to nodify any elenent of the departnent's requirenents,
including the outline specifications, it shall do so in witing to the
proposer.

(5) The departnent nay negotiate a contract with the proposer
during the preparation of the jointly devel oped contract specifications
and pl ans. The contract price nust be established between the
departnment and the contractor through negotiation based on detailed
cost and price information provided by the proposer. To achieve
efficiencies the departnent may negotiate incentives and econom c cost
sharing between the state and the proposer. In addition to the cost
i ncentives, other incentives nay be considered, as determ ned by the
departnent to be in the best interests of the state. Such incentives
may include, but are not Ilimted to, key schedule mlestones,
t echnol ogi cal innovations, performance efficiencies, constructability,
and operational value or life-cycle cost.

(6) The departnent shall submt a copy of the contract, the final
negotiated price, and supporting information to the office of financial
managenent at |east ten days prior to execution of the contract. | f
the final negotiated price is greater than the |egislature's adopted
expenditure plan for vessel construction, the departnment my not
execute the contract until the legislature reviews the final proposal
and adjusts the expenditure plan accordingly.

(7) If the departnent and the proposer are not able to reach an
agreenent on the jointly devel oped contract specifications and pl ans,
the departnment may republish, revise, or cancel the request for
proposal s process to serve the best interests of the state.”
