To be enforceable, parking spaces for persons with disabilities are required to have two
indicators. Thefirst isasign with the international symbol of access. The second is anotice
which states that a " State disabled parking permit required.”

Summary of Bill:

The requirement that parking spaces for persons with disabilities are marked by a notice stating
that a disabled parking permit is required is deleted.
