* RetainsDistrict Two fruit and vegetable inspection account funds in the plant pest
account for apple maggot control until June 30, 20009.

Background:

The Department of Agriculture (WSDA) inspects unprocessed fruits and vegetables, collects
inspection fees, and deposits the fees into the fruit and vegetable inspection account. Funds from
the account are used to implement and enforce the fair and orderly marketing of fruits and
vegetables through uniform grades, standards, and inspections, and for other authorized
expenditures. The account contains sub-accounts for each fruit and vegetabl e district established
by the WSDA under current law and rules.

In 1997, legidation authorized the transfer of $200,000 from the District Two (Y akima) fruit and
vegetabl e inspection account to the plant pest account within the agricultural local fund. The
purpose of the transfer was solely to fund activities related to the control of Rhagoletis pomonella
(apple maggots) in District Two. By June 30, 2005, any unexpended portion of the $200,000
must be transferred back to the District Two fruit and vegetabl e inspection account.

Summary of Bill:

The date by which the unexpended portion of the $200,000 must be transferred back to the
District Two fruit and vegetable account is extended by four years to June 30, 20009.

Appropriation: None.
