WHEREAS, Dennis Schatz achieved this award for hislifelong efforts to inspire an interest in
science by students, teachers, and the general public through interactive exhibits, inquiry-based

WHEREAS, Dennis Schatz has provided leadership for Washington State LASER (Leadership
and Assistance for Science Education Reform), a codlition that includes the Office of the
Superintendent of Public Instruction, educational service districts, school districts, school teachers and
administrators, and business partners; and

WHEREAS, More than 130 school districts that serve more than 70% of the studentsin the state
are using the LASER process to implement a standards/inquiry-based K-8 science program; and

WHEREAS, Dennis Schatz oversees the science education programs at Pacific Science Center
that bring more than 70,000 students to the Center each year and has a Science On Wheels program that
brings science and mathematics experiences to one-third of the elementary schools across Washington
state each year;
