Sec. 1. RCW 28A.230.195 and 1999 c¢ 373 s 603 are each anended to
read as foll ows:

(1) If students' scores on the test or assessnents under RCW
( (28A230-190—28A230-230—and28A—630-885)) 28A.655.070 i ndicate that
students need help in identified areas, the school district shall
evaluate its instructional practices and make appropriate adjustnents.

(2) Each school district shall notify the parents of each student
of their child s performance on the test and assessnents conducted
under this chapter.
