AN ACT Relating to providing home rule charter cities the ability
to choose their election system and anmendi ng RCW 29A. 52. 210.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW29A 52.210 and 2003 ¢ 111 s 1305 are each anended to
read as foll ows:

Al city and town prinmaries shall be nonpartisan. Primaries for
special purpose districts, except those districts that require
ownership of property within the district as a prerequisite to voting,
shall be nonpartisan. City, town, and district primaries shall be held
as provided in RCW ((29A04-310)) 29A.04.311, except where the charter
of afirst class city provides otherw se.

The purpose of this section is to establish the holding of a
primary, subject to the exenptions in RCW 29A. 52.220, as a uniform
procedural requirenment to the holding of city, town, and district
el ections, except where the charter of a first class city provides
ot herw se. These provisions supersede any and all other statutes,
whet her general or special in nature, having different election
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requirenents.
