AN ACT Relating to K-12 skill centers; and creating new sections.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. The legislature finds that skill centers
provi de students with high quality educational opportunities through
progranms that conbine academcs with career and technical education
The legislature also finds that skill centers provide extrenely
val uabl e support to Ilocal businesses seeking skilled entry-Ievel
enpl oyees and to comrunities attenpting to enhance |ocal econonmc
devel opment opportunities. Through skill center progranms, students
learn the technical know edge and skills necessary either to pursue
addi tional education through apprenticeships, technical schools, or
institutions of higher education, or go directly into entry-Ilevel
enpl oynent and begin careers. The legislature finds that skill centers
permt a nunber of school districts to cooperatively offer prograns
that the school districts cannot provide individually.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. To the extent that funds are appropriated,
t he superintendent of public instruction shall provide incentive funds
to school districts that maintain or increase the nunber of students
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attending skill centers. The purpose of the funds is to help high
school s maintain prograns for students remaining in the high schools in
the district and to provide incentives to send students to skill
centers. The superintendent of public instruction may adopt rules to
i npl ement this section.
