BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW28B.45.030 and 2005 ¢ 258 s 4 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) Washington State University is responsible for providing
baccal aureate and graduate |evel higher education prograns to the
citizens of the Tri-Cities area, under rules or guidelines adopted by
the higher education coordinating board and in accordance wth
proportionality agreenents enphasizing access for transfer students
devel oped with the state board for community and technical coll eges.
Washi ngton State University shall neet that responsibility through the
operation of a branch canpus in the Tri-Cties area. The branch canpus
shall replace and supersede the Tri-Cties university center. Al
land, facilities, equipnment, and personnel of the Tri-Gties university
center shall be transferred from the University of W shington to
Washi ngton State University.
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(2) Washington State University Tri-Cties shall continue providing

i nnovative coadm ssion and coenrollnment options wth Colunbia Basin

Col | ege, and expand its upper division capacity for transfer students

and graduate capacity and prograns. The canmpus shall also seek

additional opportunities to collaborate wth the Pacific Northwest

(3) Beginning in the fall of 2006, the canpus nay adnit |ower
division students directly. By sinmultaneously adnmtting freshnen and
sophonores, increasing transfer enrollnent, coadmtting transfer
students, and expandi ng graduate and professional prograns, the canpus
shall develop into a four-year institution of higher education serving
the Tri-Cities region.
