RCW 28A. 320. 125.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW 28A.320.125 and 2002 c¢c 205 s 2 are each anended to
read as foll ows:

(1) By June 1, 2002, within existing resources, the superintendent
of public instruction, in consultation with representatives from the
energency nmanagenent division of the state mlitary departnent,
educat or s, classified staff, princi pal s, superi nt endent s,
adm ni strators, the Anerican society for industrial security, the state
crimnal justice training conmssion, the Wshington association of
sheriffs and police chiefs, and others as determned by the

superintendent, shall provide guidance to school districts in
devel opi ng conprehensive safe school plans for each school. Thi s
gui dance shall include, but shall not be limted to, a conprehensive

school safety checklist to use as a tool when developing their own
i ndi vi dual conprehensive safe school plans, and successful nodels of
conpr ehensi ve safe school plans that include prevention, intervention,
al |l -hazards/crisis response, and postcrisis recovery.

(2) Schools and school districts shall consider the guidance,
including the conprehensive school safety checklist and the nodel
conpr ehensi ve safe school plans, when devel oping their own individua
conpr ehensi ve safe school pl ans.

(3) The superintendent of public instruction, in consultation with
school district superintendents, shall establish tinelines for school
districts to devel op individual conprehensive safe school plans. It
funding is provided specifically for this purpose, all schools nust
have conprehensive safe school plans, except for the school mapping

conponent, in place by the beqginning of the 2007-08 school vyear. | f
specific funding is not provided to enable this deadline to be net, the
superintendent of public instruction shall adopt rules regarding

tinelines for the devel opnent and review of conprehensive safe schoo
pl ans consistent with the availability of resources including but not
limted to technical assistance. The superintendent of public
instruction shall require school districts to periodically report
progress on inclusion of the school napping conponent wthin their
conpr ehensi ve safe school plans.

(4) If funding is provided specifically for this purpose, beginning
with the 2007-08 school year and annually thereafter, staff in each
school shall receive information and training regarding the school's
conpr ehensi ve safe school pl an.

(5) The superintendent of public instruction may adopt rules to
i npl ement provisions of this section. These rules may include, but are
not Ilimted to, provisions for periodic drills and testing,
evacuations, |ockdowns, or other conponents of a conprehensive safe
school pl an.
