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BE I T FURTHER RESOLVED, That the Secretary of the Senate and the
Chief Cerk of the House of Representatives work jointly and according
to the admnistrative processes of each body to determine a |ocation
and make the necessary arrangenents for a Septenber 2006 |egislative
assenbly at a location east of the Cascade Mount ai ns.
