
HB 1006 - DIGEST

Directs the department, the Washington state patrol, and Clark
College to work cooperatively to create and design a special Clark
College license plate.  The special Clark College license plate may
be used in lieu of regular or personalized license plates for motor
vehicles required to display two motor vehicle license plates,
excluding vehicles registered under chapter 46.87 RCW, upon terms
and conditions established by the department.

Creates the Clark College license plate account in the state
treasury.  All receipts from the Clark College license plate fees,
less the administration and collection costs incurred by the
department as provided for under RCW 46.16.313 (12) and (13), must
be deposited into the account.  Expenditures from the account
should be used primarily for student scholarships but may also be
used for advertising and promotional activities designed to
increase the sale of the Clark College license plate.

Requires all expenditures from this account to be approved by
the Clark College foundation scholarship committee.  Moneys in the
account may only be spent after appropriation.
