HB 1886 - DIGEST

Finds that the adoption of practices to select, procure, and
use environmentally preferred products will benefit the environment
and the health and safety of workers and visitors to state
facilities.

Requires state agencies to transition to cleaning products
having properties that minimize potential impacts to human health
and the environment within six months of the effective date of this
act in a manner that avoids waste of existing inventories,
accommodates establishment of supply chains for new products,
enables the training of personnel in appropriate work practices,
and allows the phase out of products and practices inconsistent

with this act.
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
