Finds that there is a large, unmet need for affordable
housing in the cities and counties of Wshington that is
i ncreasing every year.

Finds that many single-famly residential neighborhoods
wer e devel oped at an earlier tine at densities |ess than the
maxi mum al | owabl e under current zoning regul ati ons.

Finds that the growh managenent act requires increased
densities in single-famly areas, and that the rising costs of
public facilities to acconmpdate growh coupled wth
insufficient revenues available for such facilities make
infill housing wthin existing devel oped areas an economc
necessity. The | egislature concludes that allow ng reasonabl e
devel opment of wunderutilized parcels of |and wthin urban
growt h areas has significant potential to provide nuch-needed
af f ordabl e ownershi p housing while al so providing resources to
exi sting property owners and their conmunities.

Declares that it is the purpose of this act to: (1)
| ncrease the supply of affordable housing w thout governnent
subsidies or the provision of additional public facilities;

(2) Encourage noderately priced for-sale housing in
single-fam |y nei ghborhoods and i ncrease housi ng opportunities
for people in a variety of life cycle stages; and

(3) Provide honmeowners with an additional option for the
portion of their property that is not required for the use of
the existing residential unit.
