(SUBSTI TUTED FOR - SEE 2ND SUB)

Provides that the departnent's rules authorized under RCW
88.46.160 and this act shall be scaled to the risk posed to
peopl e and to the environnment, and be categorized by type of
transfer, volume of oil, frequency of transfers, and such
other risk factors as identified by the departnent.

Provides that the rules may require prior notice be
provi ded before an oil transfer, regul ated under chapter 88.46
RCW occurs in situations defined by the departnent as posing a
hi gher risk. The notice may include the tinme, |ocation, and
volunme of the oil transfer.

Provides that the rules may require additional neasures
to be taken in conjunction with the depl oynent of contai nment
equi pnent or with the alternatives to deploying containnent
equi pnent .

Requires the rules to include regulations to enhance the
safety of oil transfers over water originating from vehicles
transporting oil over private roads or highways of the state.

Requires that the departnent shall by rule adopt
procedures to determine the adequacy of contingency plans
approved under RCW 88.46.060. The rules shall require random
practice drills wthout prior notice that wll test the
adequacy of the responding entities. The rules nmay provide for
unannounced practice drills of individual contingency plans.
The departnment shall review and publish a report on the
drills, including an assessnent of response tine and avail abl e

equi pnent and personnel conpared to those listed in the
contingency plans relying on the responding entities, and
requirenents, if any, for changes in the plans or their

i npl enentation. The departnent may require additional drills
and changes in arrangenents for inplenenting approved plans
whi ch are necessary to ensure their effective inplenentation.
