
HB 2906 - DIGEST

Provides that, in recognition of the broad range of
discretion that may be exercised by counties and cities
consistent with the requirements of chapter 36.70A RCW, the
board shall not substitute its judgment for that of county or
city-elected officials regarding the exercise of such
authorized discretion. When determining whether a
comprehensive plan, designation, development regulation, or
other action complies with the requirements of this chapter,
the board shall find compliance if the city or county's plan
as a whole satisfies the goals of this chapter. Further, the
board shall defer to decisions by county and city-elected
officials on matters not specifically addressed in this
chapter.
