Finds that the national conference of conmmi ssioners on
uniformstate | aws has devel oped nodel legislation called the
uni form environnmental covenants act. The act ensures that
envi ronnment al covenants, recorded use restrictions negoti ated
in connection with hazardous waste site cleanups, and other
envi ronment al response projects are legally wvalid and
enforceabl e. The uniform environnmental covenants act achieves
this objective by providing clear statutory standards that
override court-made doctrines that do not fit such |[|and
cl eanup and reuse contexts.

Finds that nothing in this act will amend or nodify any
local or state laws that determine when environnental
covenants are required, when a particular contam nated site
nmust be cl eaned up, or the standards for a cl eanup.

Declares that adoption of the uniform environnental
covenants act in Washington will provide all participants in a
cleanup with greater confidence that environnental covenants
and other institutional controls will be effective over the
life of the cleanup. This will speed cleanups of many sites
and assist in the recycling of urban brownfield properties
into new economc uses for the benefit of the citizens of
Washi ngt on.
