SB 6779-S - DI GEST
(DI GEST OF PROPOSED 1ST SUBSTI TUTE)

Provides that a rural public utility district nmay operate
or provide a denmand responsive transportation system wthin
the district's limts, for qualified recipients.

Declares that, for the purposes of this act, the
fol |l owi ng definitions appl y: (1) " Dermand responsi ve
transportation systeni’ neans any transportation system other
than a transportati on systemthat operates along a prescribed
route according to a fixed schedule. A demand responsive
transportation system includes services provided by taxis,
i mousi nes, vans, or shuttle buses. A denmand responsive
transportation system does not include anbul ance servi ce.

(2) "Disability" means an individual with a physical or
mental inpairnment that substantially Iimts one or nore of the
major |ife activities such as ~caring for one's self,
perform ng manual tasks, wal king, seeing, hearing, speaking,
breat hi ng, |earning, or worKking.

(3) "Qualified recipient” nmeans any person, including his
or her personal attendants, with a disability or who is at
| east sixty years of age, and who because of physical or
mental disability, income status, or age is wunable to
transport hinself or herself or to purchase appropriate
transportation.

(4) "Rural public utility district" neans a district
located in a county with a population density of |ess than
ni ne persons per square mle as determned by the office of
financi al managenent.
