EFFECT: Provides $3.1 million in funding to the Department of
Veterans' Affairs for job training and placement, post-traumatic
stress disorder counseling, and housing assistance to veterans. 
The increase in general fund--state appropriations is offset by
removing funding authorized in the budget for 20 new FTEs in DSHS
administration for human resource management, risk management,
and GMAP.
