a surviving spouse who is receiving a retirement allowance dies leaving2

a child or children of the member under the age of majority, then such3

child or children shall continue to receive an allowance in an amount4

equal to that which was being received by the surviving spouse, share5

and share alike, until such child or children reach the age of6

majority; if there is no surviving spouse eligible to receive an7

allowance at the time of the member's death, such member's child or8

   (b) The member's accumulated contributions, less any amount13

2007, while honorably serving in the uniformed services of the United18

accumulated contributions, less any amount identified as owing to an21

obligee upon withdrawal of accumulated contributions pursuant to a22

   (3) If a member who is eligible for retirement or a member who has24

completed at least ten years of service dies after October 1, 1977, and25

is not survived by a spouse or an eligible child, then the accumulated26

   (a) To a person or persons, estate, trust, or organization as the31
