By Novenber 15, 2009, the comm ssion shall report to the governor
and the legislature with recomendati ons for appropriate standards for
issuing a license to a foreign-trained dentist. The recommendati ons
shall consider the balance between maintaining assurances that
Washi ngton's dental professionals are well-qualified and planning for
an adequate supply of dentists to neet the future needs of WAshington's
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di verse urban and rural communiti es. In addition to considering the
use of standards established by accreditation organizations, the
recommendations shall consider other options to reduce barriers to
i censure.
