Background:

The Community Protection Act of 1990 allows a sexually violent predator to be civilly

committed. A sexually violent predator is defined as person who:

*  hasbeen convicted of, or charged with, a crime of sexual violence; and

» suffersfrom amental abnormality or personality disorder that makes the person likely to
engage in predatory acts of sexual violence if not confined to a secure facility.

Sexually violent predators are committed to the custody of the Department of Social and
Health Services (DSHS) for control, care, and individualized treatment. Most sexually violent
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predators are currently housed at the Special Commitment Center (SCC) on McNeil I1sland.
Because they are civilly committed (as opposed to criminally committed), residents of the SCC
are not subject to as many restrictions as persons confined pursuant to a criminal conviction.
For example, residents of the SCC generally have free access to the telephone during the

day. The DSHS currently does not log the telephone calls of residents of the SCC.

Summary of Bill:

The DSHS isrequired to maintain alog of phone calls made by residents of the SCC. Thelog
must indicate the date and time when each phone call was made, the length of the call, the
name of the resident who made the call, and the number called.

Appropriation: None.
Fiscal Note: Requested on January 24, 2008.

Effective Date: The bill takes effect 90 days after adjournment of session in which bill is
passed.

Staff Summary of Public Testimony:

(In support) Thisisavery smplehill. There has been some concern that residents of the SCC
are making phone calls that they should not. Other states have this type of provision in place
and it can be implemented simply. The requirements of this bill could be bid out to a
contractor who could do this at low-cost to the state. The bill is sensitive to the fact that thisis
civil commitment; thisis only alog, not monitoring.
