Background:

Nursing home residents who are transferred or discharged by the facility have aright to challenge
the facilities decision to transfer or discharge them. If they challenge the decision to transfer or
discharge them prior to leaving the facility they may stay in the facility until the appeal is
resolved. If they challenge the decision to transfer or discharge them after leaving the facility they
do not have the right to be allowed immediate readmittance into the first available bed and stay in
the facility until the appeal is resolved.

Summary of Bill:

Nursing home residents who are transferred or discharged by the facility have aright to challenge
the decision to transfer or discharge them and may be readmitted to the first available bed and stay
in the facility until the appeal is resolved.
