Background: Under current law, the following officers and persons, active or retired, are
authorized to solemnize marriages. justices of the supreme court, judges of the court of
appeals, judges of the superior courts, superior court commissioners, any regularly licensed or
ordained minister or priest of any church or religious denomination, and judges of courts of
limited jurisdiction, such as district and municipal courts.

Summary of Bill: Supreme court commissioners and court of appeals commissioners are also
authorized to solemnize marriages.

Appropriation: None.

Fiscal Note: Not requested.

Effective Date: Ninety days after adjournment of session in which bill is passed.

Staff Summary of Public Testimony: PRO: This bill would authorize approximately eight
additional Court of Appeals and Supreme Court Commissioner positions to conduct marriage
ceremonies, such as for family and friends. The law specifying the authority to solemnize
