Background:  The Washington Department of Veterans Affairs (Department) provides a
range of services to the state's 670,000 veterans and their families.  The Department provides
benefits counseling to help veterans access assistance programs available to them, including
education assistance and low-interest home loans.  The Department also operates three
veterans homes.

Summary:  The Department is directed to create and maintain a list of veteran-owned
businesses and to post the list on the Department's public web site.  The Department must
distribute decals to list-members that identify their businesses as veteran-owned.

To be eligible, a business must be at least 51 percent owned and controlled by a veteran as
defined in RCW 41.04.007.  Businesses may apply to the Department to be included on the
list.
