Background: Under current law, administrators of health care provider networks may refuse
to reimburse a chiropractor for services that are provided to a patient by an employee of the
chiropractor rather than provided by the chiropractor directly.

Summary: Health carriers are required to reimburse chiropractors for medically necessary
servicesif the serviceis covered chiropractic health care and it is provided by the chiropractor
or an employee who works at the same location. Violations of the participating provider
agreement by an employee of the chiropractor are deemed to have been committed by the
chiropractor. Participating provider agreements provided to a chiropractor within a sole
proprietorship, partnership, or corporation must be offered to any other chiropractor within
that practice at the same location.
