AN ACT Relating to electronically nonitoring sex offenders using
radio frequency identification or simlar technology; and creating a
new secti on.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. (1) The Washington association of sheriffs
and police chiefs shall conduct a study wusing radio frequency
identification or other simlar technology to electronically nonitor
sex of fenders.

(2) The study shall include:

(a) An evaluation of the current state of radio frequency
identification technology, including the capabilities and Iimtations
of subcut aneous radi o frequency identification tags;

(b) An identification of the ways in which current subcutaneous
radi o frequency identification technology can be used to electronically
moni tor sex offenders, including an evaluation of costs and benefits of
using the technology conpared to the costs and benefits of nethods
currently being used to nonitor sex offenders;

(c) An evaluation of developing subcutaneous radio frequency
identification technologies, such as |inking subcutaneous radio
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frequency identification tags with gl obal positioning systens, and an
estimate of the tine frame in which the devel opi ng technol ogies wll be
avai l abl e; and

(d) An identification of the ways in which developing radio
frequency identification technologies could be used in the future to
el ectronically nonitor sex offenders, including an evaluation of costs
and benefits of using the technol ogy conpared to the costs and benefits
of methods currently being used to nonitor sex offenders.

(3) The Washi ngton association of sheriffs and police chiefs shal
report its findings to the | egislature by Decenber 31, 2007.
