AN ACT Relating to revising the essential academc |earning
requi renents and statew de academ ¢ system anendi ng RCW 28A. 655. 070,
28A. 655. 061, 28A. 150. 220, 28A. 180. 100, 28A. 195. 010, 28A. 200. 010,
28A. 230. 090, 28A.305.130, 28A.600.310, and 28A. 655.090; reenacting and
amendi ng RCW 28A. 230. 125; addi ng new sections to chapter 28A 655 RCW
repeal i ng RCW 28A. 155. 045, 28A. 655.010, 28A.655.063, 28A. 655.065, and
28A. 230. 195; and decl aring an ener gency.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW 28A.655.070 and 2005 ¢ 497 s 106 are each anended to
read as foll ows:

(1) The superintendent of public instruction shall develop
essential academc learning requirenents that identify the know edge
and skills all public school students need to know and be able to do
based on the student |earning goals in RCW 28A. 150.210, ((develop))

sel ect st udent assessnents, and i npl enent the accountability

recomendations and requests regarding assistance, rewards, and
recognition of the state board of education.

(2) The state board of education shall appoint an academc
standards panel conprised of exenplary educators from Washi ngton and
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nationally and internationally recognized individuals wth know edge
and expertise in student |earning standards at various grade |evels and
in various subject areas. By Septenber 1, 2007, the academ c standards
panel shall recommend revisions to the essential academc |earning
requirenents in reading, witing, mathematics, and science, which shall
be adopted by the superintendent of public instruction. The revised
essential academ c learning requirenents shall be aligned with national
and international standards of academ c achievenent and aligned with
di agnosti c and standards-based assessnents that are avail able and used
in school districts and in other states. The revised essential
academ c learning requirenents shall form the basis for revisions of
the grade level content expectations and the statew de acadenc
assessnent systemused for state and federal accountability purposes to
ensure al i gnnent bet ween i nstruction, curriculum st andar ds,
assessnents, and accountability in core academ c areas.

accountability pur poses. The review, prioritization, and
identification shall result in nore focus and targeting with an
enphasis on depth over breadth in the nunber of grade |evel content
expectations assessed at each grade |evel. Grade level content

expectations shall be articulated over the grades as a sequence of
expectations and performances that are logical, build with increasing
depth after foundational know edge and skills are acquired, and
reflect, where appropriate, the sequential nature of the discipline.
The office of the superintendent of public instruction, within seven
wor ki ng days, shall post on its web site any grade |evel content
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expect ati ons provided to an assessnent vendor for use in
((eonstrueting)) the Washi ngton assessnent of student | earning.

((63))) (4) No later than August 31, 2008, and in consultation with
the state board of education, the superintendent of public instruction
shal | ((wdtntatn—and—continue—to—develop—and)) revise ((a)) and
thereafter maintain statew de academ c assessnment systemin the content
areas of reading, witing, mathematics, and science for use in the
el ementary, mddle, and high school years designed to determne if each
student has nmastered the revised essential academ c | earning
requirenents identified in subsection (1) of this section. The
superintendent of public instruction shall select one or nore
assessnments in reading, witing, mathematics, and science to be used
for state and federal accountability purposes beginning in the 2008-09
school year.

Not later than the 2009-10 school year, the superintendent of
public instruction shall submt to the United States departnent of
education a proposal to use a grow h nodel of school accountability for
purposes of P.L. 107-110, the no child left behind act of 2001. The
growt h nodel shall be based on results of the WAshi ngton assessnent of
student learning as revised by the 2007 ¢ . . . (this act) anendnents
to RCW 28A. 655. 070 and shall neasure inprovenents in individual student
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achi evenent from one year to the next rather than conparing the
achi evenent status of a different cohort of students at the sane grade

| evel from one year to the next. If the proposal is approved by the

The | egislature hereby recognizes that private schools should be
subject only to those mninum state controls necessary to insure the
health and safety of all the students in the state and to insure a
sufficient basic education to neet usual graduation requirenents. The
state, any agency or official thereof, shall not restrict or dictate
any specific educational or other prograns for private schools except
as hereinafter in this section provided.

Principals of private schools or superintendents of private schoo
districts shall file each year wiwth the state superintendent of public
instruction a statenent certifying that the mninum requirenents
hereinafter set forth are being net, noting any deviations. After
review of the statenent, the state superintendent will notify schools
or school districts of those deviations which nust be corrected. In
case of major deviations, the school or school district may request and
the state board of education nay grant provisional status for one year
in order that the school or school district may take action to neet the
requi renents. The state board of education shall not require private
school students to neet the student |earning goals, ((ebtatnr—a
certificate of academ ¢ achievenent, or a certificate of individual
achieverent—to—graduate from-high—sechool—t6)) nmaster the essentia
acadeni c |l earning requirenents, or ((t+e)) be assessed pursuant to RCW
((28A—655-061)) 28A 655.070.

£3y)) Transcripts are inportant docunents to students who wll
apply for adm ssion to postsecondary institutions of higher education.
Transcripts are also inportant to students who will seek enploynent
upon or prior to graduation from high school. It is recognized that
student transcripts may be the only record available to enployers in
their decision-making processes regardi ng prospective enpl oyees. The
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superintendent of public instruction shall require school districts to
informannually all high school students that prospective enpl oyers my
reguest to see transcripts and that the prospective enpl oyee' s deci sion
to release transcripts can be an inportant part of the process of
appl ying for enpl oynent.

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achi evenment. Recognition for inprovenents in student achi evenent shal
i ncl ude consi deration of one or nore of the follow ng acconplishnents:

(1) An increase in the percent of students neeting standards. The
| evel of achievenent required for recognition nay be based on the
achi evenent goals established by the |egislature and by the board under
(a) of this subsection;

(1i) Positive progress on an inprovenent index that neasures
i nprovenent in all levels of the assessnent; and

(ti1) Inprovenents despite challenges such as high levels of
mobility, poverty, English as a second |anguage |earners, and |arge
nunbers of students in special populations as neasured by either the
percent of students neeting the standard, or the inprovenent index.
When determ ning the baseline year or years for recogni zing individual
schools, the board may use the assessnent results from the initial
years the assessnents were admnistered, if doing so wth individua
school s woul d be appropri ate;

(d) Adopt objective, systematic criteria to identify schools and
school districts in need of assistance and those in which significant
nunbers of students persistently fail to neet state standards.

Sec. 12. RCW 28A.600.310 and 2005 ¢ 125 s 1 are each amended to
read as follows:

(1) Eleventh and twelfth grade students or students who have not
yet received the credits required for the award of a high school
diploma and are eligible to be in the eleventh or twelfth grades may
apply to a participating institution of higher education to enroll in
courses or prograns offered by the institution of higher education. A
student receiving honme-based instruction enrolling in a public high
school for the sole purpose of participating in courses or prograns
of fered by institutions of higher education shall not be counted by the
school district in any required state or federal accountability
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reporting if the student's parents or guardians filed a declaration of
intent to provide hone-based instruction and the student received hone-
based instruction during the school year before the school year in
whi ch the student intends to participate in courses or prograns offered
by the institution of higher education. Students receiving hone-based
instruction under chapter 28A 200 RCW and students attending private
school s approved under chapter 28A 195 RCW shall not be required to

The superintendent of public instruction shall separately
calculate and all ocate noneys appropriated for basic education under
RCW 28A.150.260 to school districts for purposes of naking such
paynments and for granting school districts seven percent thereof to
of fset programrelated costs. The calculations and all ocations shal
be based upon the estimted statew de annual average per full-tinme
equi val ent high school student allocations under RCW 28A. 150. 260,
excl uding small hi gh school enhancenents, and applicable rul es adopted
under chapter 34.05 RCW The superintendent of public instruction, the
hi gher education coordi nating board, and the state board for comunity
and techni cal col |l eges shall consult on the calculation and
distribution of the funds. The institution of higher education shal
not require the pupil to pay any other fees. The funds received by the
institution of higher education fromthe school district shall not be
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deened tuition or operating fees and nmay be retained by the institution
of higher education. A student enrolled under this subsection shal
not be counted for the purpose of determning any enrollnent
restrictions inposed by the state on the institution of higher
educati on.

Sec. 13. RCW 28A. 655.090 and 1999 c¢ 388 s 301 are each anended to
read as foll ows:

(1) By ((Septenber—106,—1998—and—by)) Septenber 10th each year
((thereafter)), the superintendent of public instruction shall report
to schools, school districts, and the legislature on the results of the
Washi ngton assessnent of student |earning ((anrd—state-—randated—norm
referenced standardi zed tests)).

(2) The reports shall include the assessnent results by school and
school district, and include changes over tine. For the Washi ngton
assessnment of student l|earning, results shall be reported as foll ows:

(a) The percentage of students neeting the standards;

(b) The percentage of students performng at each |evel of the
assessnent; ((and))

(c) A learning inprovenent index that shows changes in student
performance within the different I evels of student |earning reported on
t he Washi ngton assessnent of student |earning; and

(d) Indicators of growth in individual student achievenent from
year to year, reported in such a way to protect the privacy of
i ndi vi dual students.

(3) The reports shall contain data regarding the different
characteristics of schools, such as poverty |levels, percent of English
as a second | anguage students, dropout rates, attendance, percent of
students in special education, and student nobility so that districts
and schools can learn fromthe i nprovenent efforts of other schools and
districts wwth simlar characteristics.

(4) The reports shall contain student scores on mandated tests by
conpar abl e Washi ngton schools of simlar characteristics.

(5) The reports shall contain information on public school choice
options avail able to students, including vocational education.

(6) The reports shall be posted on the superintendent of public
instruction's internet web site.
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(7) To protect the privacy of students, the results of schools and
districts that test fewer than ten students in a grade |evel shall not

be reported. In addition, in order to ensure that results are reported
accurately, the superintendent of public instruction shall maintain the
confidentiality of statewde data files wuntil the superintendent

determ nes that the data are conplete and accurate.

(8) The superintendent of public instruction shall nonitor the
percentage and nunber of special education and limted English-
proficient students exenpted fromtaking the assessnents by school s and
school districts to ensure the exenptions are in conpliance wth
exenption guidelines.
