AN ACT Relating to standardized chem cal dependency assessnent
protocol s; adding a new section to chapter 46.61 RCW and addi ng a new
section to chapter 70.96A RCW

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. A new section is added to chapter 46.61 RCW
to read as foll ows:

A person who has been charged with a violation of RCW46.61.502 or
46.61.504 is required to undergo an alcohol and drug assessnent
prepared by an al coholi sm agency approved by the departnent of soci al
and health services or a qualified probation departnent approved by the
departnment of social and health services. The assessnment shall be
performed in accordance with section 2 of this act.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. A new section is added to chapter 70.96A RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) This section applies to al cohol and drug assessnents conducted
on persons charged with a violation of RCW 46.61.502 or 46.61.504
i ncl udi ng persons charged with a violation of those provisions who are
petitioning for a deferred prosecution under RCW 10.05.020. All such
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al cohol and drug assessnents shall be perforned in accordance with this
section. If the person is convicted or petitions for a deferred
prosecution, the assessnent obtained under this section may, at the
court's discretion, be used to satisfy the requirenments for eval uations
and assessnents under RCW 46. 61. 5056 and 10. 05. 020.

(2) Every assessnent shall be conducted by a chem cal dependency
prof essional certified by the departnent of health under chapter 18.205
RCW by a chem cal dependency professional trainee who is directly
supervi sed by a supervisor approved under departnent of health rules,
or by a probation assessnent officer qualified under departnent of
social and health services rules pursuant to RCW46. 61. 516.

(3) An evaluation shall be nmade of a copy of the analysis of the
client's blood alcohol level and other drug levels at the tine of
arrest, if available, and the client's self-reported driving record and
a copy of the client's abstract of driving record. The eval uation nust
i nclude a statenent regarding the bl ood al cohol level and the client's
self-reported driving record, and a clinical interpretative statenent
about the abstract of driving record that includes a fifteen-year
history of all alcohol-related convictions and rel ated of fenses reduced
to |l esser offenses, and deferred prosecutions, and how they relate to
t he assessnent and di agnosi s.

(4) Wthin five days of a request by the certified chem cal
dependency professional or trainee conducting an assessnent, the court
shall provide the professional or trainee wwth a copy of the client's
def endant case history. |If the court does not provide the history, the
certified chem cal dependency professional or trainee shall obtain a
release of information fromthe client to receive a summuation of the
client's defendant case history using the judicial information system
If the client's defendant <case history is not obtained, the
circunstances that prevented obtaining the history shall be descri bed
in the assessnent.

(5 A copy of the police report shall be obtained in cases where
the blood or breath alcohol concentration test was refused. If the
police report was not reviewed in cases of refusal, circunstances
preventing such efforts shall be included in the assessnent.

(6) A drug screen shall be obtained in accordance with rules
adopted by the departnent. Results are to be assessed and included in
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the witten assessnment and

described in the assessnent.
(7) The departnment shal

screen is refused, circunstances surrounding the refusal shall be
