BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. The state of Washi ngton pronotes inproving
medi cal services to persons with devel opnental disabilities. Subject
to the availability of anmounts appropriated for this specific purpose,
medi cal students and faculty at the University of Washington may apply
for incentive grants to support nedical research or nedical training
projects focused wupon inprovenent of services to persons wth
devel opnental disabilities. By Decenber 1, 2008, the University of
Washi ngton shal | report to the appropriate committees of the
| egi slature. This report shall include information regarding incentive
grants awarded pursuant to this act, as well as any other efforts or
progress in expanding or inproving training for nedical students in
treating individuals with devel opnental disabilities.

NEW SECTI ON. Sec. 2. This act is null and void if funds are not
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1 appropriated to the University of Wshington for the purposes of
2 incentive grants under this act by June 1, 2008.
