AN ACT Relating to organisns created by human innovation; adding
new sections to chapter 43.350 RCW adding a new section to chapter
43.23 RCW and creating a new section.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. Washington is a Ileader in developing
i nnovative bioproducts for human therapy, animal therapy, and plant

life. The state of Washington would |ike to encourage further
devel opnent of plant, animal, and human therapy research and i nnovation
while still providing predictability and rules for such research.

Therefore, it is the intent of the legislature to devel op guidelines
for plant, animal, and human therapy research to be conducted in the
state to ensure that the state maintains its position as a |eader in
this area and continues to spur further research and innovati on.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. A new section is added to chapter 43.350 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) It is the policy of the state of Wshington that research
i nvol ving the derivation and use of human enbryonic stem cells, human
enbryonic germ cells, and human adult stem cells from any source,
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including sonmatic cell nuclear transplantation, shall be permtted
after full consideration of the ethical and nedical inplications of
this research

(2) Any research involving the derivation and use of human
enbryonic stemcells, human enbryonic germcells, and human adult stem
cells, including somatic cell nuclear transplantation, nust be revi ewed
by the human stemcell research advisory committee, created in section
3 of this act.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 3. A new section is added to chapter 43.350 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) The human stemcell research advisory commttee is created and
consists of the foll ow ng nenbers:

(a) The governor or the governor's designee;

(b) Arepresentative fromthe University of WAashi ngton;

(c) Arepresentative from Washington State University;

(d) The attorney general or an assistant attorney general wth
rel evant expertise; and

(e) A representative from the Washington state nedical quality
assurance conm ssi on.

(2) The human stem cell research advisory conmttee shall devel op
scientific, ethical, and |egal guidelines for research involving the
derivation or use of human adult stem cells, human enbryonic germ
cells, and human enbryonic stem cells in Washington. The guidelines
must be submtted to the authority by July 1, 2008. The gui del i nes
must inform potential researchers of specific scientific, ethical, and
| egal considerations that nmust be exami ned prior to a research project
bei ng approved by the human stemcell research advisory conmttee.

(3) The human stem cell research advisory conmttee shall review
all stemcell research proposals prior to comencenent of such research
in the state. After full consideration of the ethical and nedica
inplications of the research, the human stem cell research advisory
commttee shall determne, by a majority vote, whether the research
project may go forward.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 4. A new section is added to chapter 43.23 RCW
to read as foll ows:
(1) The departnent shall adopt rules that establish appropriate
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managenent practices for coexistence of plant-based |life sciences in
this state. In adopting these rules, the departnent shall, at a
m ni mum consider the foll ow ng issues:

(a) The possible spread of genetically engineered organisnms by
pollen drift;

(b) The need for isolation distances to prevent pollen drift where
possi bl e; and

(c) The possible financial liability for farners, patent hol ders,
and manufacturers of genetically engi neered organi sm products.

(2) In adopting these rules, the departnment shall consider best
avai |l abl e sci ence.

(3) The inposition of controls on genetically engi neered organi sns
is of statew de significance and is preenpted by the state. No city or
town may enact, maintain, or enforce ordinances or other provisions
t hat regul ate t he regi stration, | abel i ng, sal e, st or age,
transportation, di stribution, notification of use, or use of
genetical ly engi neered organi sns.
